University of Guelph’s Trial Gardens and University of Guelph Arboretum

Trial gardens

These trial gardens are used to evaluate new plant introductions
from breeders and to specifically see how well those
introductions grow and perform in the geographic and climatic
region represented by a particular trial garden. The University of
Guelph has been conducting ornamental trials on annuals and
perennials since 2001 to see plant performance under
southwestern Ontario conditions.

The perennials in the trial are trialed for at least 3 growing

Arboretum:

Established in 1970, the University of Guelph’s Arboretum aims to conserve
biodiversity and connect students and residents of Guelph and beyond
through teaching, research and community outreach.

The Arboretum acts as
a ‘living laboratory’ for university courses as well as offering workshops for
the general public.

Guelph Floral Clock & Enabling Gardens:

The bus will drop off at Riverside Park. This is the home
of the Guelph Enabling Gardens which began in 1999 to
support those with physical and cognitive challenges. A
volunteer will give you a short history of these gardens.

You will then be directed to the Guelph Floral Clock — a
28’ diameter filled with up to six thousand plants and
replanted each year. This year’s theme is “We are All
Treaty People” Many surrounding gardens accompany
this amazing floral clock.
